Park Hours: Sunrise to 10 PM; the back section of park closes at 4:30 PM

during the winter and at dusk during the summer.

Visitors Are Welcome To:

e Use blankets to relax on the fields or open lawn areas but not plastic materials or tarps

e Admire the landscaping — without cutting or removing items or allowing pets to dig in soil

e Use one seat on benches designed for sharing

e Walk dogs on a leash on asphalt areas only, provided you clean up after them

e Place trash in proper receptacles

e Request information from Town employees

e Walk, run or roller blade on asphalt trails

e Pavilion reservations can be made online at townoffarragut.org or by calling the Parks and Leisure
Services Department at 865-218-3375

o All reservations are posted in kiosks at each pavilion

e When pavilions are not reserved you may use the pavilion on a first come, first serve basis.

e Use the trails in the northwest area of the park which will allow for individuals of all abilities to reach
the top of the park via paved access. However, there are several mulched trail areas and a paved trail

that are not fully accessible and should be used with caution by all park visitors

Park Rules Do Not Allow:
e Alcohol or drug use
e Organized sports on the lawn except by reservation
e Letting pets run free
e Bicycling or skateboarding on any park trails or park equipment
e Harming birds or wildlife
e Amplified music
e Performances except by permission from the Town of Farragut
e Commercial activity or advertising
e Obstructing park entrances or walkways
e Open fires
e Motorized vehicles on trails, except for wheelchairs or other special needs vehicles

e Do not use open space for hitting golf balls or swinging clubs
